Most recently he was co-owner (with his wife Sue) of Grace’s Books and
Records in Leesburg, Florida, where he was able to express and share his deep love of
the written word, and music. Frank was truly a dynamic person to meet and was
known from his work throughout the years with the many administrative and
organizational boards he served as someone who got things done! He will be
remembered by those closest to him for his infectious laughter, intelligence, wisdom,
and his handsome smiling demeanor. He was a man of many talents but his greatest
talent was people. He could speak to anyone, anywhere, about anything and always
left behind a warm afterglow.
